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November 3, 1998 – Don Siegelman elected governor of Alabama





October 17, 1998 - Jimmy Allen and Mac Roberts meet Don Siegelman





June 29, 1999 – Meeting between Scrushy and Siegelman (Scrushy version)





July 14, 1999 – Meeting between Scrushy and Siegelman (government version)





July 26, 1999 Scrushy appointed to CON Board





October 12, 1999 – Alabama Lottery referendum is defeated





April 26, 2001 - GH Construction Project unplugged





March 18, 2003 – FBI Raids HealthSouth





Dec 21, 2001 – Nick Bailey meets with government investigators





March 31, 2003 – HealthSouth board fires Richard Scrushy





June 24, 2003 – Nick Bailey & Lanny Young plead guilty to conspiracy and fraud charges. Neither has been sentenced as of June, 2006





September 9, 2002 – Mac Marcato gets call from Don Siegelman, requesting 250,000 and then $100K, and then “send what you can”





September 10, 2003 – Siegelman, Paul Hamrick and Philip Bobo indicted 





Oct. 4, 2004 – Siegelman, Hamrick  and Bobo charges dismissed.





June 21, 2004 – Nick Bailey testifies to Grand Jury





July 20, 2004 – Nick Bailey meets with Government





May 17, 2005 – Sealed indictment names Scrushy and Siegelman





June 28, 2005 – Scrushy Acquitted of fraud in Birmingham





Oct. 27, 2005 – Indictment unsealed: Scrushy, Siegelman, Hamrick and Roberts are named.





Dec 12, 2005 – 2nd Superseding indictment. Charges added.





Oct 4, 2005 – Scrushy’s attorneys meet with government prosecutors. This meeting led to prosecutorial misconduct charges





May 1, 2006 – Trial of Siegelman, Scrushy, Hamrick and Roberts begins in Montgomery.





July 15, 1999 – Revenue ruling gives tax reduction to Waste Management
